WWC Update-At the end of March 11,961 women were seen and 185 were enrolled into Medicaid. The reimbursement new fee schedule has been very successful!  Statewide, the program saw a slight decline in the number of women receiving a screening for cervical cancer. Of the total women screened, 92% were provided with a breast cancer screening and 73% were provided with a cervical cancer screening. WWC would like to see these numbers more in alignment to ensure the majority of women are offered all the free screenings the program has to offer.
