Colorado Breast Cancer Coalition –The group is in the process of working on their membership brochure and should have it available at the upcoming CCC Meeting on July 23rd at ACS.  A mission statement and logo have been established.

Breast and Women’s Reproductive Cancer Fund/CO Tax Check Off-Have received approximately $102,000 in funds. The group will meet again in two weeks to start the grant cycle process again.  

 Breast Cancer Resource Directory Subcommittee-Teri Spector will be stepping down as the project manager for the directory but will still help with upgrading the website.  Special thanks to Teri for all the work she has done!  Lynn Spencer, the new program director for the Colorado Cancer Coalition will be coming on board as the new project manager. 2009 Breast Cancer Resources Directory Evaluation-A Zoomerang Survey went out to members of the coalition members on June 23, 2009 requesting their feedback on the directory.  There were 50 responses and overall the feedback was good.  Also, a great majority of responses preferred a printed copy of the directory.  30% indicated they would view the directory online.

Jane Hajovsky, CCRP (Colorado Clinical Research Program)-The CCRP is a non-profit organization formed in 1983 and approved by the National Cancer Institute (NCI). CCRP cooperatively connects doctors, medical facilities and cancer patients to research. Measuring the effectiveness of new cancer treatments-typically called “clinical trials” or “clinical studies.” More than 100 Colorado cancer specialists have joined forces in CCRP to offer safe, state-of-the-art cancer clinical trials in Colorado. Cancer survival rates have grown from three million people in 1971 to nearly ten million.

What is a Clinical Trial? A clinical trial is one of the stages of a long and careful cancer research process and the main way to make progress in treating cancer.

Why are Clinical Trials important? Provide the viable link between the advancements made in medical science to the resulting improvement made in the standard care of medicine. As well as, demonstrate the effectiveness of new approaches to treating a cancer, controlling the side effects of chemotherapy and preventing the cancer altogether.
