Breast and Women’s Reproductive Cancer Fund/CO Tax Check Off-For the year 2008 we have received approximately $102,000 in funds. Also, seeking an additional member for the Advisory Board with experience in reproductive cancer. 

Breast Cancer Resource Directory Subcommittee-Lynn Spencer is now the new project manager for the directory.  We are currently working on updates for the 2009 directory.

2010 Cancer Plan-A meeting was held at CDPHE with Denise Steinbach, Rachel Foster and Vicki Tosher, who gave clarity and guidance on how the task force can move forward with their chapter.  Objectives are the following:

· By 2015, increase to 85% the proportion of women age 50 and older reporting that they have had a mammogram in the past 2 years.

· By 2015, increase to 95% the proportion of women who complete breast diagnostic evaluation in 60 days or less.

· By 2015, increase to (still working on percentage) the proportion of women diagnosed with breast cancer that begin cancer treatment in 90 days or less.

· By 2015, support development and implementation of cancer treatment plans for breast cancer patients.

Primary purpose of Cancer Plan

The Colorado Cancer Plan goals are to both reduce cancer mortality and to influence selected behaviors that relate to cancer mortality. Objectives and their recommended strategies cover cancer mortality, health disparities, primary prevention, secondary prevention, treatment, rehabilitation, quality of life, and surveillance.

CCC Update- There is going to be a CCC Executive committee will meet next month to discuss the budget implications on the CCC, and the cancer plan.

Presentation by Vicki Tosher-Health Reform, what does it mean for Breast Cancer?

HB 3200 purpose is to provide affordable quality healthcare for all Americans and reduce the growth in healthcare spending. The plan is to build on the current system, which means keeping private insurances, Medicare and Medicaid. This will also include insurance reforms and reforming the healthcare delivery system.  The Basic Benefits Package includes a guarantee set of benefits that has the following four tiers:

· Basic Plan

· Enhance Plan

· Premium Plan

· Premium Plus

As well as, a Health Exchange that allows people who are unable to afford private plans to get credits to purchase and shop for plans.  This increases competition among plans to bring down the cost. This is open to small employers.

Insurances will no longer be able to deny coverage to patients with pre-existing conditions, regardless of prior 12-month coverage.
