C4 Minutes for January 8, 2009

Introduction/Welcome by facilitators:  Joan Slaughter, Tammy Krause, Aaron Smith

C4 Objectives: Joan started by reading the objectives (below) and asked for any comments or questions about them. 
Objective 1: to strengthen the resources available to the children of Colorado who are battling cancer – and their families, by providing a comprehensive set of information about each organization in the community and what resource they provide/ area they serve

Objective 2: to provide a forum where members can network, support each other, share resources as appropriate, and learn more about the services in place in our community

Objective 3: to be a resource for newly emerging organizations – to support their work and to help them understand what is already in place in the community

Objective 4: to provide a cohesive body which can support advocacy work done on behalf of children with cancer

Discussion on Objective 4:  Awareness dovetails with advocacy.  We want to be aware – to get into the hospitals and say “What do you need and how can we help you get it?”

The objects were agreed upon as stated unanimously.

Sarah Miller joined us by telephone.  She is the executive director of the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment.  She said the C3 (Colorado Cancer Coalition) is very excited to have Pediatrics on board.  

Membership Expectations:  Joan brought up the topic of “membership expectations” and what kind of commitment we want from our members.  

· A STRONG commitment to the group

· Attend ¾ of meetings

· RESPONSIVENESS PLEDGE (!) – for example, agree to respond to emails – yes, no, I don’t know

· Serve on at least 1 committee

· Dues (???)

· “Good Standing” practices – to include a C4 link on your org’s home page

Karla Flook asked how dues had been done in the past.  Joan said the group had felt that members who paid dues were more committed because they had an investment.  Aaron said they had come up with a sliding scaled based on the size of the organization.  A smaller organization might contribute $100 and a larger one, $250.  The dues were used for marketing materials, etc.  Sarah Miller added that she could help us tap into funds for bigger projects – for example, putting together a directory.  The Colorado Cancer Coalition is a 501C3 through the Colorado Department of Public Health and will hold money for us.  We will continue to discuss the membership expectations at the next meeting.

Committees/ representatives: 

C3 Executive Team Member:  We need a member who will be our representative on the C3 Executive Team.  Joan Slaughter nominated Tammy Krause to by our representative on the C3 Executive Team.  Aaron Smith seconded the motion.  Vote of approval was unanimous.  

Secretary: Our secretary will take minutes, work with the Steering Committee to draft and circulate agendas and maintain a listsev through C3.   Joan Slaughter nominated Karla Flook (temporary secretary for the current meeting) for secretary and Aaron Smith seconded the motion.  Vote of approval was unanimous.

Treasurer:  There was some discussion regarding whether or not we needed a treasurer at this time since the C3 organization is acting as our financial agent in a fiduciary capacity.  However, when it comes to keeping track of dues – who has paid them and who hasn’t - the group felt that would be the responsibility of the treasurer.  Stephanie  Seebaum volunteered (nominated herself) to be our treasurer.  Dana Bacardi seconded the motion.  Vote of approval was unanimous.

Membership committee:  The membership committee will be in charge of recruiting new members and being the initial point of contact.  They will maintain the ‘one-sheets,’ which contain information regarding members and member foundations.  They will work with the web committee to ensure all membership info is correct and work with the Steering committee on the agenda to ensure “30 second” rotations.  They will also maintain “good standing” certificates which apply to members in good standing.   Volunteers were:  Sandie Steffes, Dana Bacardi, Pat Bohman, Wendy Steckler, and Julie O’Connell.


Web committee:  This committee is in charge of all our web pages.  They are responsible for setting up and maintaining the bulletin board and wiki board as provided by Sara Miller.  Volunteers were:  Martha Simmons and Rachelle Montanaro.


Speaker Coordinator:  This committee would be responsible for bringing in a speaker for some of our meetings. Volunteers were:  Jodie Dickey, Patty Robinson, and John Finegan.


Childhood Cancer Chapter committee:  This committee will take the outline that has already been written and formulate it into a written document that will be the Pediatric part of the Colorado Cancer Plan.  The current Colorado Cancer Plan ends in 2010.  The new plan will go from 2011 – 2015.  The pediatric chapter has to be finished by end of June.  Volunteers were:  Joan Slaughter, Aaron Smith, Shay Bargery, John Finegan, and Katrina Brohman.


Advocacy:  Katrina Brohman said she thought Julie Weber might be interested in that committee and she would ask her.

Task Force Representatives:  We discussed which of the various task force meetings we felt a representative from our group should attend.  Whoever chooses to attend these various task force meetings will be the point of communication between us, the Pediatric Task Force (C4), and that particular cancer group regarding what effect it has on the pediatric community. There was some discussion about how our organization operates as the Colorado Childhood Cancer Coalition (C4) and the Pediatric Task Force and how that fits in with the Colorado Cancer Coalition (C3) and with the community.  Joan Slaughter and Tammy Krause will develop a flow chart that shows the relationships.    Sara Miller told us that the members drive the task force groups.  So if the members don’t maintain a group, the group will taper off.


C3 Membership Meeting:  Lynn Callaway

Breast Cancer:  Yes we’d like to be represented, no volunteer.


Cancer Conference:  will be the public discussion of the Colorado Cancer Plan.

Cancer Plan: our part will be Pediatric chapter

Health Disparities:  Lynn Callaway 

Colorectal: No need for representation

Prostate:  No need for representation

Quality of Life and Palliative Care:  Aaron Smith 

Skin Cancer:  Katrina Brohman.


Advocacy Group:  Katrina Brohman said she’d ask Julie Weber

Surveillance and Evaluation:  don’t really join, just contact for data

Hospital Board Representatives: Yes, we’d like representation, no volunteer.

Joan mentioned that the task force representatives don’t have to be chosen during this meeting.  Members could think about their interests.

 “Standard meeting” agendas:  Joan suggested the following agenda for our meetings.

· 30 second “commercial” by each member present, telling what their org does (your elevator speech), presentation & discussion of any upcoming events by org, what your org has been up to, etc. (“News”)

· NEW BUSINESS – centered around what has been identified as “needs” by the group

· Speaker – 30 minutes
