Colorado Breast Cancer Coalition-The coalition is now meeting on a regular basis via web conference. The group has been working with ACS and Komen regarding the Oral Chemo bill, which passed the House-Business Affairs Committee 10-1.   An Advocate Training was conducted on a Saturday and went very well.
Breast and Women’s Reproductive Cancer Fund-The deadline for both mini-grants closed on February 8th. The total grant awards for the 2010 cycle have been increased to $50,000.00, rather then the original $36,000.00 allocated.  The board will meet next Thursday, February 18th to determine allocations. There are now educational messages running on Channel 4 and Colorado Public Radio.
