	The restructure may change the way that CDPHE staff, particularly the newly formed Planning, Evaluation, Epidemiology, Research, and Surveillance (PEERS) Unit, works with all groups in chronic disease that are similar to the S & E Subcommittee.  

Discussion also included the S & E Subcommittee’s interaction with the CCC.  The Cancer Information Service and Penrose St. Francis Health Foundation, through the Office of Health Disparities, CDPHE, and the CCC, have planned regional meetings.  This was new information for several S & E members. 	Pros/Cons of Cancer Registry Changing Board Of Health regulations
	Randi
	Cancer clinics are currently exempt from actively reporting cancer information to the Colorado Cancer Registry.  Going to the Board of Health to change this regulation is being considered by the registry since clinics are increasingly being utilized by patients and the data are becoming increasingly difficult to obtain from the clinics due to staffing and time constraints in the CCCR.  The consensus of the subcommittee was to pursue the change but suggestions were made to help increase the chances of the BOH's support, such as, get buy-in from some clinics and the CHA if possible, gather data from other states (including how their laws are crafted) that will help support the argument, have informal conversations with Board members to gauge their level of support.  Another suggestion was to look at including language, where appropriate, mandating the use of CCCR data to support research efforts (as Calif. has done).
	More information will be gathered that would bolster a change to the regulation./Randi
