2.) Brief review of issues and progress from March HDTF Conference Call and update on plans for Bi-law Development for HDTF, Alice Bradley

· On the March call we discussed potential working groups (policy; annual meeting; bylaws; strategic planning; evaluation; website development; cultural competency; membership; regionalization & rural); Consensus of the group at that meeting was that formation of specific workgroups/committees is premature but may be an option to consider in the future

· Vicki, Patti, Alice, and Paula agreed to work on bylaws; need more clarification about HDTF role on collaboration with Penrose grant on Cancer HD Regional Action Teams; Cynthia has been invited to report on their work; The HDTF will continue to meet the 1st Thursday of month from 7:30-8:45 a.m.—will try to be done by 8:30 am; will also have quarterly face-to-face meeting after CCC meetings (2-3:15); 

· Sara informed the group that officially, CCC task forces can’t have bylaws but we need to have consistency across the CCC task forces. This will be covered at the June leadership meeting because of 501C3; therefore we will hold off on discussion “bylaws”—more properly, procedures—until after June leadership meeting.

3.) Follow-up report, update on Cancer Health Disparities Regional Action Teams Summit March 20-21, 
· Cynthia Sneddon—has joined the HDTF and provided the support of the conference call this morning through NCI.  Thanks Cynthia!

· The Health Disparities grant is funded by the Office of Health Disparities (CDPHE); held Summit Mar 20-21, 2007t in Colorado Springs; some HDTF members did attend; evaluation is currently being analyzed; 300+ invited; 75 attended; representation was statewide; workgroups discussed particular disparities in their region; majority felt regional action teams would work to address HD; Alice, Marjorie and Lisa attended; Marjorie felt they had great discussion but the metro region included Clear Creek county and that was a challenge; Asian Pacific Develop Group also attended and contributed to metro region discussions; Lisa reports theirs (Southwest Region)is among the poorest in the state, had good discussion and now plan to meet with heads of medical centers in their area.  
4.) Brief report on new NCI Spanish-language web site, Alice Bradley

· Alice participated on a conference call with NCI sponsored by Office of Special Initiatives.  New Spanish-language NCI website; not just a strict translation but attempts to be more culturally competent; has over 5000 terms defined—can look up English term and find Spanish equivalent term; a section on myths & beliefs about cancer found in Latino/a communities in the US; Spanish language brochures; can be found at www.cancer.gov/espanol
